2. Describe the actions or outcomes which you believe make your virtualisation project/implementation outstanding.
3. Attach any material, examples, illustrations, diagrams and references which help to provide a clear understanding of your entry. We ask that you consider the size of any such supplementary information when you submit your entry.
4. The judging panel’s decision shall be deemed final.

Points Allocation Guide |

Based on a possible maximum score of 100, each of the following categories will be worth 20 points
1. How virtualisation fits into the overall IT and business strategy of the organisation
2. The benefits of virtualisation in relation to the organisation’s vision and strategic direction

3. The objectives achieved to date and the objectives to be achieved in the future

4. Practicality, innovativeness and originality
5. Success and effectiveness, impact, improved service, cost saving, system management, and any other benefits, planned or unplanned, to the organisation

Entry Criteria |

Entry to this award implies that the Applicant agrees to the following conditions.

1. Conference registration, accommodation and travel to attend VMworld 2012 US will be provided by VMware and/or Datastor. The employee chosen to attend the Conference must liaise with VMware regarding their itinerary, which VMware must approve prior to their departure. Any personal expenses or additional private travel will be the responsibility of the employee attending the Conference.
2. An article outlining the attendee’s experience of the Conference is required to be written in conjunction with ALGIM’s Marketing and Communications Coordinator. 
A short presentation at the 2012 Annual ALGIM Conference, outlining the attendee’s experience at the VMworld 2012 US may also be required.
3. The attendee will be representing ALGIM at VMworld 2012 US and therefore need to conduct themselves in a professional manner at all times.

4. 2011 ALGIM VMware Award entrants need to provide signed permission below to confirm that study leave will be granted to the chosen employee to allow them the attend VMworld 2012 US should their application be successful.
